Guided visits last approx. 1h30mins unless otherwise noted.
Guided gallery visits are led by a Museum Docent in the Hunt Museum’s galleries. Lessons are designed to encourage close looking and in-depth discussions and allow students to interpret art and its cultural context through strategies such as open-ended and guided questions, storytelling, movement, writing, and drawing. Students may focus on an area of the collection to develop their observation and critical thinking skills or look at the collection more broadly to address concepts like globalisation and craft.

If you would like us to provide refreshments, this can be arranged with the restaurant manager, but arrangements will need to be made well in advance. There would be a charge for any refreshments provided by the museum.

The Hunt Museum’s CITY programme may appeal to schools which have already sent multiple classes to the Museum and are interested in a more in-depth relationship. This programmes combines guided visits to galleries and art spaces in Limerick with professional development, assessment, and planning between teachers and Museum and gallery professionals. These elements make for successful, intensive programmes that benefit both the school and the Museum. 

The CITY Programme is designed for a single Transition Year class from one school. The programme is comprised of a planning workshop at the Museum for the participating teacher, five Museum visits and culminates in a class exhibition in one of Limerick’s creative spaces.

This is a new and unique programme which The Hunt is pleased to offer in conjunction with Ormston House, a new art venue in the city supported by Creative Limerick.
